19. This product is for household use only.

20. This product is not a toy. Keep away from children.

21. Caution: Risk of fire and burns. Do not open, crush, heat above 140°F or incinerate.

22. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

1. Plug the USB cable into the USB port of an adapter.

2. Charge the unit fully overnight before your first use. Indicator light will flash while charging.
Once solid, the unit is fully charged and ready to use.

3. The unit may become a little warm when charging or during use. This is normal.
4. Preserving the battery: In order to maintain the optimum capacity of the rechargeable battery,

the battery should be recharged for 3 hours approximately every 3 months.

NOTE: Charge time may vary depending on type of adapter and power source being used. For fastest
charging time, use a 5V DC 1A adapter.

USER MANUAL

Before using the supplied USB charging cord, read these instructions carefully.
Rating required when connecting the USB port to a computer/adapter:

Rated input voltage: 100-240V AC, 50/60Hz 0.2A
Rated output: 5V DC 1A



OPERATION
1. For dry location use only. Do not expose to water.
2. Unit will become hot during operation.
3. Unplug USB charging cord when not in use.

CAUTION
1. Dry location use only. Do not expose to liquids, vapor, or rain.

2. If using a USB power adapter, be sure the micro USB input is plugged into the unit before plugging
the USB charging cord into the adapter and outlet.

3. Do not operate any appliance that has a damaged output cord or housing.
4. Always unplug the unit before cleaning and when not in use.

OPERATING PRECAUTIONS

This curling iron has a built-in, rechargeable battery. Do not burn, apply heat, charge, or use or leave in
a high-temperature environment.

NOTE: Do not use this styling appliance on hair extensions.

TROUBLESHOOTING

If your rechargeable curling iron does not seem to be taking a charge, follow these steps before
returning it for repair:

1. If using a USB power adapter in an electrical outlet, check to see if the outlet is working by plugging
in another appliance to test it.

2. If using a USB power adapter, check to see if the adapter is working by plugging in another USB device.
3. If both the adapter and outlet are working, try another micro USB cord.



4. Make sure the micro USB connector is pushed all the way into the micro USB input on the unit.
5. Make sure the environment is not too cold or too hot.
6. Make sure unit is completely cool before charging.

CURLING IRON CHARGING PRECAUTIONS
¢ Avoid charging the battery at temperatures below 41°F (5°C) or above 104°F (40°C).
e Avoid charging the battery in direct sunlight or near a radiating heat source.

 Even though the curling iron may not be used for an extended period of time, charge every 3 months
for approximately 3 hours to preserve battery life.

TO CURL HAIR
Ensure hair is dry and combed through.
1. Start curling with a hair section that is a ¥z inch wide.
2. Open the spoon and place a hair section on the barrel, rolling it up close to the scalp.
3. At the end of hair section, release the pressure on the handle and allow the hair section to slide out.

4. Repeat process on additional sections of hair until you achieve the hairstyle you desire. It may be
necessary to repeat process on certain areas, depending on the texture of your hair.

Some experience is necessary when learning to use this curling iron. After using the curling iron several
times, you will learn the ideal way to curl and style your hair.

To create ribbon
curls, wrap wide
sections of hair
far apart.

Best to use on short-to-medium length hair.

To create bouncy
curls, wrap wide
sections of hair
close together.

TIPS

Before using, fully charge the product to get the best performance. Charge time will vary depending on
type of adapter and power source being used.

Before preparing to store your curling iron for a long time, fully charge it. Always be sure to charge it at
least once every 3 months to keep the curling iron in the best condition.

e When the product is in the charging mode, the battery indicator light will flash.

e When the product is fully charged and the charger is still connected, the battery indicator light
remains solid.

NOTE: The light will be off after removing the charger if the product is off.
e When the product is charging, other functions are disabled.

e When the battery is lower than the factory setting, the LED indicator will flash five times and the unit
will automatically shut off.

DISPOSAL OF LITHIUM ION BATTERY

This unit has 1 lithium ion battery. To protect the environment, this battery should be removed and
properly disposed of when the unit is no longer operating. To remove the battery block for disposal or
recovery, follow these instructions:

1. First unplug the unit.
2. Open the battery cover of the unit and remove the battery.
3. To protect the environment, do not dispose of your battery with your ordinary household waste.

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USER MAINTENANCE

Your curling iron is virtually maintenance free. No lubrication is needed. Keep all vents and openings
clear of dirt and dust. If cleaning becomes necessary, disconnect the unit from the power source, allow
to cool and wipe exterior with a cloth. If any abnormal condition occurs, unplug the unit, allow it to cool,
and return it for repair to an authorized service representative only. No repairs should be attempted by
the consumer.

CAUTION

NEVER allow the USB charging cord to be pulled, twisted, or severely bent. Never wrap the cord tightly
around the appliance. Damage will occur at the high flex point of entry into the appliance, causing it to
rupture and short circuit. Inspect the cord frequently for damage. Stop use immediately if damage is
visible or if unit stops or operates intermittently.



STORAGE

This appliance comes with a heat-resistant storage pouch for use during and after styling. During use,
do not place the appliance on any heat-sensitive surface, even when using the storage pouch provided.
After use, switch off and unplug the appliance from both the wall outlet and the curling iron. Immediately
wrap the appliance in the storage pouch provided and allow to fully cool down. Do not jerk or strain
cord at plug connections. Do not wrap the line cord around the appliance. When storing, keep the cord
unplugged from the curling iron. Continue to keep it out of the reach of children, as it will remain hot for
several minutes. Store out of reach of children in a safe, dry location.

IMPORTANT! The outer material is not heat resistant and the appliance should not be placed on
this material while hot.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
e Do not put this product in a dishwasher or washing machine for cleaning.

e This product does not have waterproof functionality. When cleaning, care should be taken to prevent
water or other liquids from entering the product from the product gap or interface, resulting in a short
circuit of the product.

e Please clean up the foreign matter, such as hair, after each use.

e Please carry out cleaning, maintenance and care after ensuring that the product has
cooled down.
